New Book Release:
Transport Revolutions: Moving People and
Freight without Oil

This is 2 new book by Canadian authors Richard Gilbert and Anthony
Perl, which was published by Earthscan in the UK in December and
in North America in February. It's available at regular and on-line
bookstores. The book analyzes five previous transport revolutions,
and then comprehensively describes transportation today and
its adverse impacts. The book’s centrepiece is an examination of
how transportation could adapt to a likely future in which world
oil production peaks during the next decade and begins a long,
inexorable decline. As oil depletion progresses, electricity will be
the only fuel that could sustain acceptable levels of land transport,
chiefly renewably generated electricity delivered to vehicles while in
motion. Oil products will be increasingly confined to fuelling marine
transport and aviation, which will also undergo radical changes.
The discussion of future scenarios focuses on the U.S. and China
as the most challenging cases among richer and poorer countries.

The book concludes that if human societies are to accommodate oil
depletion without economic, social or geopolitical turmoil, redesign
of transportation systems should begin by 2010, and it sets out what
has to be done.

During the past few months, all three
NAFTA countries have been developing
plans for their transportation
infrastructure.

In Canada, the federal government
announced its National Policy
Framework for Strategic Gateways
and Trade Corridors “to advance
the competitiveness of the Canadian
economy on the rapidly changing
playing field of global commerce”.
This involves expanding upon the
earlier Asia-Pacific Gateway and
Corridor Initiative, to include an
Ontario-Quebec Continental Gateway
and Trade Corridor, as well as an
Atlantic Gateway.

In the US, Congess created the National Surface Transportation
Policy and Revenue Study Commission because “it is in
the national interest to preserve and enhance the surface
transportation system to meet the needs of the US in the 21st
century” and the recently-completed final report has made a
large number of sweeping recommendations for infrastructure
development, looking out as far as 50 years.

In Mexico, President Calderon has unveiled a very ambitious
2007-2012 National Infrastructure Program, a significant
component of which relates to transportation. The transportation
sector plans cover highways, rail and intermodal, ports and
airports. Specific plans are for the completion and modernization
of the north-south and east-west highway network, development
of freight multimodal corridors involving rail, and the expansion
of existing ports together with the creation of a new west coast
port at Punta Colonet.

Independent observers have noted that
each of the three countries has focused
onnational prioritieswithoutthere being
any attempt to coordinate developments
to better serve the broader NAFTA area,
despite the enormous volumes of trade
that cross the two borders and that are
of particular significance to Canada
and Mexico.

All of this leads me to our upcoming
annual CTRF Conference in Fredericton,
New Brunswick, June 1-4th, 2008.
Our aptly-named theme this year is
“Shaking up Canada’s Transportation
Systems to Meet Future Needs”, and as
part of the proceedings we are planning
to host a panel session on the needs
of the transportation systems of the
NAFTA area that transcend the national plans of the three North
American countries.

Closer to home, both the Premier and Minister of Transportation
for New Brunswick will be attending opening events and
luncheons, aswell as the Mayor of Fredericton, which demonstrates
the importance that these leaders place on transportation matters
in their region.

So with this forward-looking activity to be addressed, together
with a range of other topical transportation issues, and an
opportunity to catch-up with friends and colleagues, old and new,
the annual conference is shaping up to be an exciting venue. I
hope to see you in Fredericton, June 1-4.

Durant les derniers mois, les trois pays
de '’ALENA se sont attelés 2 la tiche
de planifier le développement de leurs
infrastructures de transport.

Au Canada, le gouvernement fédéral a
dévoilé son cadre de Politique nationale
pour les portes d’entrée stratégiques
et les corridors de commerce «
afin d’accroitre la compétitivité de
I'économie canadienne dans le contexte
des changements rapides du commerce
global ». Cela implique de consolider
la récente Initiative de la porte d’entrée
et du corridor du Pacifique, et d’inclure
la Porte continentale et le corridor
Québec — Ontario, de méme que le
Corridor de I'Atlantique.

Aux Etats-Unis, le Congrés a mis sur pied la « National Surface
Transportation Policy and Revenue Study Commission » du fait
que « c’est dans I'intérét national de préserver et de consolider
le systtme de transport de surface pour faire face aux besoins
des Etats-Unis au 2le siecle », et ce d’autant plus que le
tout récent rapport final correspondant a émis d’importantes
recommandations pour le développement des infrastructures dans
une perspective qui va aussi loin que 50 ans.

Au Mexique, le président Calderon a dévoilé un trés ambitieux
Programme national d’infrastructures 2007 — 2012 dont une
composante significative concerne les transports.

Des plans spécifiques sont destinés 2 compléter et 2 moderniser les
réseaux routiers nord-sud et est-ouest, 2 développer des corridors
multimodaux de transport de marchandises impliquant le mode
ferroviaire, 2 'expansion des ports existants et 2 1a construction
d’un nouveau port 2 Punta Colonet.
